Who’s responsible? Responsibility for 

fire extinguishers should be with 
someone who is reliable and will

carry out  regular checks.

Is each extinguisher in

the correct place?

Is each one visible?

3

Can they be reached easily? 
There should be no

obstructions. Are the operating 
instructions legible and 

facing outwards so that they 
are immediately obvious?

INSTRUCTIONS
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Has the extinguisher
been used?

Are the seals and 
tamper tags in place?

Is the extinguisher damaged? Is the gauge in the green zone?
